Call to order—The meeting was called to order at 6:08 pm by Kristan Schwab

Old Business—The May 20, 2013 SAC meeting minutes were distributed for review.  It was noted that Mrs. Vandergraff’s name was misspelled.  Motion by Tricia Eckstrom and seconded by Stepahnie Hefner to approve minutes after the misspelling is corrected.  Motion passed unanimously.

Election of SAC Officers—The floor was opened for nominees for SAC officers.  Recom-mendation by Terri Rampinelli to nominate Kristan Schwab for SAC chair.  Mrs. Schwab accepted the nomination.

Recommendation by Jillanne Conelias to nominate Tricia Eckstrom for vice chair.  Mrs. Eckstrom accepted the nomination.

Recommendation by Christine Bradford to nominate Terri Rampinelli for secretary.  Mrs. Rampinelli accepted the nomination.

After the nominations were closed, a verbal vote for SAC officers took place.  The vote was unanimous to elect Kristan Schwab as chair, Tricia Eckstrom as Vice Chair, and Terri Rampinelli as secretary.
Columbia University—Mr. Stenger reported that the summer conference held at Columbia University was greatly received by all teachers who attended.  The staff gained an overwhelming amount of knowledge and will be sharing and implementing new practices with Willis staff members.
Staffing—Mr. Stenger reported that the district is hiring permanent long-term substitutes at the rate of $100/day with no benefits to replace teachers on a leave of absence.  Willis currently has three teachers on a leave of absence.  Mr. London, as a staff member, is replacing Mr. Cratty during his leave.  Mr. Green has taken the math lab position, which leaves an opening in the guidance office.  The district will wait until after the 10-day count before moving forward with filling the guidance position.  Willis is 3.5 aide positions short.  Willis will also have a media specialist this school year.
Text Books—Mr. Stenger reported that neither math nor reading books have been distributed but once the books arrive in the warehouse, Willis will receive notification of the distribution date.
Class Size—Mr. Stenger reported that the fifth day enrollment count was 702 and the projection was 703.  Class size was discussed in detailed for each grade level.

SAC Budget—The budget for this year is approximately $3,000.  Willis has 8 team leaders and the district is only funding 5 leaders.  Motion by Tricia Eckstrom, seconded by Jillanne Conelias, to approve the SAC budget to be utilized for team leader expense.  Motion passed unanimously.
Specials Schedule—The specials schedule has been changed for 2nd grade.  They will be on an eight-day rotation.

Safety—The committee had an ongoing, lengthy discussion on how to improve safety for all students at Willis.  It was noted that traffic is backed up to Masters Avenue because individuals are not following the traffic pattern.

Parent Volunteers—Coach Morales could use a few parent volunteers to help with the kindergarten students.  He has 2 classrooms of students at one time.

Gifted Program—Mr. Stenger discussed the gifted program and options in detail:  (1) pull-out program; (2) teachers are gift-endorsed (children in “normal” classroom environment); and (3) gifted children in self-contained classroom.
