The county has granted Willis another SSS (Student Support Specialist) in
addition to Mrs. Johnson. We have also received an additional PE Coach.
Manatee County is very focused on improving and maintaining student well-
being, mental health, and school safety.

Administration was required to complete a full day training on mental health
and now perform monthly checks on students exhibiting specific behaviors. It
is understood that at some point, teachers will undergo mental health training
as well. Administration isn’t sure what that training will look like just yet.
